	The Smell of Apples
Reading the text of Phillippe Delerm: The Smell of apples


	Aims and objectives of the activity 
-To find out what kind of associations and memories persons, who work with issues related to The Kven people in Northern Norway, get when they read Phillippe Delerm’s short story.
-Persons who read the text have their origin in different part of Northern countries. 
-There are no apple trees in the artic area.  How does that fact influence to associations and memories of persons born in the northern part of countries? 
-Are there any differences between memories of persons born in the southern part of northern countries and the northern part of northern countries?

 

	Stages and procedures 
1. The text was send to different kind of organization and institutions in Northern Norway who work with issues related the Kvens and their language and culture.
2. We didn´t have possibility to read the text as a group because the distance between institutions. Therefore persons could read and answer questions as individuals without influence of other persons and their associations.

3. We got answers in three languages: English, Norwegian and the Kven language.
4. We are going to make digital stories. Unfortunately our teacher didn´t have time before Christmas so that we had to move our course to February.

Results: The hypothesis was right: There were differences between memories and associations related to smell of apples between person from the southern part of countries and the northern part of countries. Persons, who are from the southern part of Norway and Finland, remember the smell and taste of apples very well and excitement related to autumn and apple season on September. Surprisingly, nearly everyone describes the smell of apples like cinnamon. The memory of apples and apple trees seems to be a very important part of their childhood.    
Persons who were from the Northern part of Norway and Finland associated apples to something that is exclusive and something they ate only at a Christmas time. Therefor they associate the smell of apples to Christmas.
