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Interview Analysis
During the project, it was decided to conduct a qualitative research in every country – to give an interview to local residents about their memories of childhood and the past, the associations related to their feelings and images and so on.
There were 30 people interviewed during the research in Lithuania. Group I consisted of 15 people aged from 16 to 39 (average age - 29.5, 8 women, 7 men), group II consisted of 15 people from 40 to 72 (average age - 51.5, 11 women and 4 men). The people were selected at random from the close environment, taking into account only their age (for equal number of respondents in researched groups), but without regard to gender, education, occupation, and so on. During the research the same questions were asked, the respondents, giving interviews, were filmed. The results of the research:
1. When you think about your childhood what images/scenes come to your mind?
The majority of the respondents (73 per cent) remember episodes, awaking their positive emotions such as summer, sunny days, playing with other children, swings, sand box, country at the grandparents‘ and so on. Only one respondent (the member of group II) links his negative memories with the early death of his father, other respondents, who mentioned negative memories (from group I), link them to physical incidents and their related severe experience such as I tasted the gasoline, I was drowning in my childhood and so on.
2. Which of the things you have touched left the strongest feelings in you?  
Not all of the respondents gave the answer to this question (one fourth had no opinion). 90 percent of the respondents mentioned positive things. The variety of answers (from food to auto parts and musical instruments, from children to animals) did not let us classify the answers.
3. Do you remember any noises, sounds, music, songs that had a strong influence on you?
Half of the respondents said that they could not identify any particular sound which was very important to them. A part of them remembered particular singers or artists (Lithuanian pop singers Džordana, Dinamika), the Beatles, ABBA), the other part mentioned sounds in more general/abstract way (Lithuanian folk music, relaxation music, nature sounds). 
4. Are there any tastes that you associate with your childhood or your past? 
86.6 percent of respondents remember traditional Lithuanian dishes prepared by their close relatives. The rest remember fruit that was difficult or impossible to get in their childhood, such as tangerines, persimmons and the like.
5. Can you think of any smells that you will never forget?
 One third of the respondents didn‘t answer this question. Two thirds of the respondents immediately asked if it should be a pleasant or an unpleasant smell. When they got the answer that it was not important (whether it was pleasant or unpleasant), they couldn‘t answer it for a long time. The bigger part of the respondents linked the smells with their favourite dishes and their smells. 5 women remembered their favourite perfumes. One of the respondents lost his smelling ability in his childhood, and this is the reason, why he didn‘t give any answers concerning the smell.
6. Are there any historical events which had an impact on you or somebody close to you? 
Two thirds of the respondents immediately started telling the important events in their families – education, journeys, and children births. Only one third of respondents mentioned important historical events in broad sense, which are all linked to the history of Lithuania: The events of the 13th of January, the regaining of the Independence of Lithuania, Soviet period memories and so on. Members of the first group till the age of 25 didn‘t mention any historical events, because they didn‘t experience them, they couldn‘t even name the events that their close relatives could have experienced.
7.  When you see a city which kind of smell do you think first?
 All the respondents answered negatively: exhaust fume, smog, pollution, chemicals, etc. 
8. When you see a school which kind of smell do you think first? 
The variety of answer (from the smells of food to the ones of the changing rooms) did not let us classify them. It is interesting that a part of respondents, who link school smells with the canteen smells, evaluated them positively, though the other part of the respondents evaluated the canteen smells negatively. 
9. When you see an office which kind of smell do you think first? 
All the respondents answered unanimously: paper, coffee, perfume. Again some of them evaluated it as a positive thing, and the others – as a negative one.
10. When you see a mountain which kind of smell do you think first? 
All of the respondents answered positively: freshness, fresh air. 2 respondents said that they associate the smell of a mountain with washing powder (promotional victims).
11.  When you see a seaside which kind of smell do you think first? 
To a part of the respondents (83 percent) they were positive smells (freshness, fresh air), for the others – negative ones (algae).

12. If you are in a city which kind of sound do you associate with them? 
All the respondents answered unanimously – noise. But some of them evaluate it positively (mainly younger members of the I group), while the others negatively.
13. If you are in a school which kind of sound do you associate with them? 
All the respondents answered unanimously – noise again. But some of them evaluate it positively, and the others negatively.

14. If you are in an office which kind of sound do you associate with them? 
The majority of respondents (86.6 percent) named office equipment sounds (computer, keyboard, printer), other people named people‘s voices (dissatisfied customers, angry bosses). All of the respondents evaluated them negatively.
15. If you are in a mountain which kind of sound do you associate with them? 
4 people have not been in the mountains, so they did not answer. Two thirds of the respondents identified the silence, the others - an echo, or other sounds of nature.

16. When you see a seaside which kind of sound do you associate with them? 
Almost all the respondents named sounds of the sea, evaluating it positively. A person named people‘s yelling inherent (probably) only for our beaches.
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
